"School coming back into session tends to ground me. It 
usually drags me kicking and screaming from my summer daze and 
forces me to get back to working towards my goals. This year's 

return from s ummer wonderland was especially difficult. I had the amazing opportunity 
to be a camp counselor at Chapel Rock in Prescott! I had so much fun getting to know kids 
from all over and teaching them the important things in life: how to make a good lanyard, 
how  to make a good s'more, the difference between a branch scratching at the window 
and a murderer knocking at the door, and God's love. It was quite the undertaking! I feel 
like lanyards were probably the most difficult task on that list, or at least the mos t time 
consuming! There were a lot of campers this summer who have had some tough times. 
Whether that meant they moved around a lot and had a hard time making meaningful 
friendships, they didn't have two parents, they felt left out and unwanted at home, or  
their pet had just died, all of this pain was real. All of it was valid, from the smallest paper 
cut to the deepest agony, those campers were told that their pain mattered and that they 
would heal. Healing takes time, but it does happen. Sometimes it only  takes a few hours, 
sometimes it takes a few years. But, happen it does. Each camper was shown that God 
loved them, and that their pain, whatever it might be, was equal in God's eyes. He would 
make sure they were taken care of. Honestly, the most moving pa rt of being a camp 
counselor was being able to witness the change in attitude from day one to day six, as 
well as watching the small spark of belief change to a flame.   It was a true honor be a part 
of that process and I can't wait to do it all again next summer."
