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A Word from our Rector, 
Rev. Mary Piotrowski 
  
Living Together: A Letter to My Family 
  
The topic of a shared life of faith has inspired some wonderful 
aspirational descriptions (Acts4.32-37), accompanied by some 
grumpy commentary (2Thessalonians 3.13,) and downright 
scary stuff (Acts 5.1-11).  So, for me to comment on our shared 
life requires a deft hand and some necessary balance.  Still, as 
we begin a new calendar year, I'm going to take that 
chance.  As I said with regard to attendance at our Annual 
Meeting on January 18, I am invoking my "mother privilege." 

 
  
If we are the household of God, and I believe we are, we must work together.  In all 
things, I urge you to consider how what we do will serve the greater whole.  That goes 
for exercise and yoga classes which promote health and strength, for classes, for shared 
social events, and for worship activities.  With all we are called to love the Lord our God 
with heart, mind, and strength.   As the scriptures told us on a recent Sunday, Grace is 
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freely given, but always for a Godly purpose, and only ours if we can receive it without 
trying to grasp it - if we can share. 
 
  
In recent months, there have been a number of occasions when events took place in the 
church, the columbarium and court yard, or the parish hall that were not cleared through 
the office.  In one or two instances, this caused conflict with scheduled uses and created 
situations in which people had to be moved or rescheduled.  Doors have been left 
unlocked, heat and lights have been left on, and the trash has accumulated in the 
bins.  At times food has been left out in the kitchen.  All this makes others grumpy.  What 
makesme grumpy is to schedule activities against the scheduled worship offered by the 
church, or uses of the dedicated worship spaces without clearing them with me ahead of 
time. By canon I am charged with the oversight of our space - its use, its safety, and its 
upkeep.  I am to oversee parish life.  I cannot do that if I do not know what is being 
offered or planned.  So, the bottom line is, if you plan to use a church facility, check with 
me and/or check with the office before publicizing it.  
 
  
For non-worship activities, I am asking that users follow common sense procedures 
such as taking out the trash to the dumpsters and replacing the can liners, turning off 
lights, adjusting the thermostats, and checking that all doors are locked before the last 
person leaves. If using the back porch, the gates must be secured - the javalina regularly 
check the garbage cans for tasty remnants and make a huge mess when they are 
found...As to worship activities, I cannot allow worship, prayer, or meditation activities 
that are scheduled at the same time as the worship offered by St. Andrew's.  They set up 
and 'either-or' choice rather than offering a 'both-and' opportunity.  We need to be about 
inviting people in, and sharing the Grace.  I am all about that - and I expect that you are, 
too. 
 
  
Lastly, if you are a regular user of the parish hall from coffee hours to weekday classes 
and exercises, if you love coming here to worship and pray, please look on this as you 
would your own home.  If you see scrap paper or old bulletins in the pews, put it into the 
recycling.  If the kneeler is broken, write a note and leave it on the desk in the office - and 
consider asking the vestry person of the day or an altar guild member to 'rope off' the 
pew with a vestment cincture.  If you notice that the trim needs painting or the bushes 
need trimming, please volunteer for a work day.  Sweep or vacuum the floors if they 
need it.  Wipe down the kitchen counters and tables.  Hang up stray jackets.  Turn off 
lights.  Shovel snow or scatter sand on the ice.  Just stuff you would do at home, 
because this IS your home. 
 
  
And come to our family meeting !  Our Annual Meeting will feature a slide show of the 
last year, some fun remembrances and special award, a review of our finances past and 
on-going, and election of both Vestry Persons and Convention Delegates.  It's important 
that we come at this as what we are - a family. Love, Mom+

Mary's Compensation: Mary's compensation will likely go down because she will opt to go with the Church's 
insurance Plan because of personal tax purposes. The increase in insurance costs will be offset by the 
decrease in Mary's compensation.  
  
Stewardship Plans and Ministry Fair: Pledge/Ministry cards have been handed out or mailed to parishioners. A 
Ministry Fair was held on November 9th, where church members had an opportunity to sign up for various 
church ministries. Pledge/Ministry cards are to be handed in by Commitment Sunday on November 23rd. 
Parishioners who do not hand in pledge cards will be contacted personally. 
  
Budget Committee for 2015: Has met twice and has made some preliminary plans. The 2015 Budget will be 
presented to the Vestry at the January meeting after pledge and other financial information is obtained. 

  
Proposed Permanent Finance Committee: Is in the planning stages. It will be headed by the Treasurer and will 
deal with short- term and long-term financial issues such as researching and analyzing costs of insurance, 
online banking, etc. The committee will provide information to the Vestry as to which plans are best suited for 
St. Andrew's. 
  
AZ Diocese Rebate: A rebate of approximately $2,000 has been received with approximately $400 to follow in 
January. This money is to be used for Mission Outreach on new initiatives that broaden our base in the 
community.  Jim M. will research the cost of cameras which could record church services/programs which 
would then be uploaded and available for viewing on St. Andrew's website. A decision needs to be made before 
the end of the year. 

 
Personnel Committee: The Letter of Agreement with Priest Many will be brought up to date, revised and 
brought to the Vestry at the December meeting. A Letter of Agreement will also be written for Shirley.
